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Resumo Este artigo trata da origem das Tabulae Physiognomicae Brasiliae, pranchas litogra-
fadas que ilustram o primeiro volume da Flora Brasiliensis de von Martius, editada entre
1859 e 1906. Sao pranchas fisionomicas que abordam varias regides fitogeograficas do
Brasil e que tiveram como modelo obras de artistas como Thomas Ender, Benjamin
Mary, Johan Jacob Steinmann e do fotégrafo George Leuzinger. Sobre tais originais,
Martius e seus colaboradores inseriram espécies encontradas e catalogadas em cadernos
de campo durante a viagem pelo Brasil entre 1817-1820.

ABsTRACT 'This article deals with the origin of Tabulae Phisiognomicae Brasiliae, lithographed
plates that illustrate the first volume of Flora Brasiliensis by von Martius edited between
1859 and 1906. They are physiognomic plates that broach various phytogeographic regions
in Brazil and that had as model works of artists such as Thomas Ender, Benjamin Mary
and Johan Jacob Steimann, and the photographer George Leuzinger. In these originals,
Martius and his collaborators inserted species found and recorded in field notebooks
during the trip throughout Brazil between 1817 and 1820.
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
